Salvador Dali, the leader of surrealism and the avant-garde
movement of the 20th century, expressed the creative
potential of the unknown through unusual, dream-like
imagery.With his paranoid-scandalous behavior, irrational
vision and fantastic compositions, Dali created a unique
work of an eccentric cult of his own personality.

The history of the creation of Salvador Dali's graphic
masterpieces relates to the twentieth-century surrealist
movement and Pierre Argillet, the collector and publisher
of the futuristic, Dadaist and surrealist paintings, whom
he met in 1934.In 1959 Argillet ordered the first cycle of
illustrations for the joint publications of Dali.In 1962 the
publisherand the artist concluded a ten-year co-operation
contract, which resulted in more than 200 eau-fortes.
Themes were chosen by Argillet, who was also involved in
marketing the publications. Their collaboration ended in
1974 due to differences of opinions in terms of technical
performance of engravings. Argillet did not share Dali's
new idea of creation lithographs based on photos. Dali,
using sophisticated, experimental techniques, created a
wealth of work that - as always - brought great success

to him.
